A school newsletter can be a great way to develop a strong relationship with parents. First, choose a short title or theme for your newsletter — something like "School News," or “Back to School.”  If you’d like,  you  can also add a   date and   volume number  for yo ur  newsle t ter.   Next, establish how much time  and money you can spend on your  newsletter. These factors will  help determine how frequently  you publish the newsletter and  its length.  


Next Steps….You might like to take some next steps with this at home to extend the learning. Why not encourage your child to count when doing every day chores or when reading to them. To introduce music as a subject consider visiting the library to look at books on music or point out the various instruments when listening to music in the car.
